ANALYSIS
The City of Gallatin is requesting approval of an amendment to Article 15.00, Administrative and

Enforcement, of the Gallatin Zoning Ordinance in order to amend Section 15.06.060.E, Special
Conditions for Limited Warehousing, Subsection 3, in order to add a provision for approval of
alternative materials by the Planning Commission.

The provision that is being proposed will allow Planning Commission the flexibility to approve
alternative architectural designs for Limited Warehousing facilities.

The Special Conditions for Limited Warehousing were discussed at the September 12, 2011
Planning Commission Work Session in regards to a proposed Preliminary Master Development
Plan to rezone 4.35 (+/-) acres, located at 111 Odoms Bend Road, from Agriculture (A) and
Mixed Use General (MUG) to Planned General Commercial (PGC).

The owner of the property was requesting a rezoning in order to bring an existing, non-
conforming Limited Warehousing building into compliance with the Gallatin Zoning Ordinance.
Limited Warehousing is a conditional use in the PGC zone district and the project must meet all
the special conditions for Limited Warehousing in order to be approved by the Planning
Commission.

In order to bring the existing building on Odoms Bend Road into compliance, the conditional use
would need to be approved by the Planning Commission as part of the Preliminary Master
Development Plan and also be rezoned by City Council.

One of the special conditions for Limited Warehousing states that the use of metal construction or
metal siding is prohibited for Limited Warehousing buildings and facades visible from streets or
residential areas shall be constructed primarily of brick, or stone, or combinations thereof or
combinations of materials deemed acceptable by the Board (Planning Commission). Currently the
Zoning Ordinance does not allow the Planning Commission the ability to approve alternative
architectural designs; therefore, the conditional use permit for the existing Limited Warehousing
facility on Odoms Bend Road could not be approved by the Planning Commission.

This discussion with the Planning Commission prompted Staff to reevaluate the special
conditions regarding building design. Although Staff supports the concept that Limited
Warehousing facilities should not feature metal construction or metal siding on the front facade or
other facades visible from streets or residential areas, Staff thinks the Planning Commission

should have the ability to approve alternative architectural designs as they do for other projects in
Master Planned zones. It is important to note that the use of metal construction or metal siding is
still prohibited; however, the text amendment will allow the Planning Commission flexibility to
approve alternative designs that are not in strict compliance with the Zoning Ordinance.

The Limited Warehousing use is a conditional use in the CS, MUL, and PGC zone districts. The
proposed amendment would only allow the Planning Commission to approve an alternative
architectural design, but does not give the same authority to the Boards of Zoning Appeals.
