
Since becoming Mayor in 2007, I have presented a State of 

the City report every September at a Chamber of Commerce 

luncheon.  This year marks my sixth State of the City.  While 

six years may not seem like a long time when you look back 

over the life of the City, Gallatin has made major strides in 

six years. 

Today, we can get on SR 386 at Long Hollow Pike and make 

our way to downtown Nashville via interstate.  It seems like 

we’ve been able to do that forever, but SR 386 between 

Hendersonville and Gallatin did not open until after I 

became Mayor.  This new corridor helped propel our 

population past the 30,000 mark in 2010.   

A new SR 109 North from Gallatin to Portland opened and the new SR 109 

Gateway Bridge is under construction.  These two pieces are major links in 

creating a four or five lane highway from I-40 in Wilson County to I-65 in 

Portland.  This will become our I-840 and create even more business and 

residential opportunities for Gallatin.   

However, progress is not all about roads.  In the last six years, Gallatin’s property 

tax rate went down from $1.12 to $0.99 per $100 of assessed value—and that 

happened during one of the worst recessions to hit this country.  The City has 

worked very hard to secure more than $80 million in grants that allow us to 

complete major projects with minimal city tax dollars.  We’ve expanded the limits 

of our City, added a new fire hall with ambulance service, revitalized our historic 

downtown, added amenities to our parks system, created more online services to 

save you a trip to City Hall, and much more. 

I invite you to attend this year’s State of the City presentation on September 10.  

Come see what we’ve done in Gallatin over the last year.  It makes me proud– 

and you will be too, to live in a place called Gallatin.
