Step 1.   Please consult the Planning Department for Planning Commission approval procedures and site plan submittal guidelines.  Planning may required additional documents and a performance bond for site improvements.  

Step 2.   Provide three (3) sets of stamped construction and site plans drawn to scale (and specification if applicable) along with a completed Building Permit Application.  Please fill in all gray shaded areas.  Plan review fee will be collected at the time the plans are submitted.  Contractor and property owner (or agent) please sign in the appropriate boxed at the bottom of the page.  Note on application whether any fill material is present on the building site.  Geotechnical reports stamped by an engineer are required for filled sites.  Certification of land survey must be submitted prior to footing inspections.

Step 3.   Provide copy valid State Contractors License and certificate of Workers Compensation Insurance.  *If these documents are on file in our office, please keep them current to avoid unnecessary delays.

Step 4.   Please provide proof of payment of the Sumner County Adequate Facilities Tax (Impact fee) payable at the Sumner County Administration Building on Belvedere Drive.  (Located behind Wal-Mart off Nashville Pike)

Step 5.   Present Contractor’s Bond in the amount of $50,000 ($10,000 for sub trades).  Our bond forms are available at www.Gallatinonthemove.com or your agent may provide a similar form.







Plan Submittal Guidelines

All plans shall be designed in accordance with the 2006 editions of the International Building, Fire, Plumbing, Mechanical, Gas, Energy Conservation, NFPA101 Life Safety Code, 2003 ICC A117.1 Accessibility Code.  (Please reference our locally adopted design criteria to assist with design.)

Note:  Health Care and State owned (or leased) facilities must comply with State of Tennessee regulations and design requirements.  For further information please visit:  www.state.tn.us/commerce.

We require three (3) sets of stamped Architectural Plans to include the following:

Site/Topographical Plans, as approved by Planning Commission. 

Exterior Elevations, as approved by Planning Commission.

Certification of Land Survey

Soil/Geotechnical Reports

Foundation/Reinforcement Details

Structural Framing Plan and Structural Steel Shop Drawings

Architectural Floor Plan including Handicapped Accessibility Details

Wall Section (wall/roof/foundation details)

Plumbing/Mechanical/Electrical Plans (to include riser diagrams, schematics, fixture schedules, panel details, etc.)

Sprinkler Plans and Calculations (where applicable)

Note:  We forward one complete set of your plans to the local Fire Official for review.  You will receive comments from both Codes and the Fire Department.  When all review comments are addressed, we may approve your permit pending signatures for appropriate departments.  One approved plan set (to be maintained on the job at all times) will be returned for you reference.
